· Adults leading ponies must be at or behind the horses shoulder when leading.

· Led Riders must be on the lead for all events and at all times when mounted

· Pony club mount is to be ridden in a snaffle bit only. No whips, spurs or martingales are to be used in this event

· Full canteen available on the day.

· Parking only in designated Parking Areas. Horse free area around Clubhouse.

· Full Club uniform i.e. Jumper, Shirt and Tie need to be worn on the day.

· A Full program will be available on the day from the clubhouse.

· Gear check for all riders and horses is the responsibility of each club. Any gear changed throughout the day must be rechecked
