CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
Please read carefully
Scoring: In the event of a tied score for Individual Champion or Reserve Champion in each age group, the highest ranking test will determine the winner on a countback on the last collective mark etc.

Uniform: Full pony club uniform to be worn in all classes. Club polo shirts are not permitted. 

Gear check: All competitors must be gear checked by the appointed stewards prior to competing in each class. Failure to do so will incur disqualification. Gear must comply with PCA Zone Championship regulations as outlined in the blue handbook.

Plaiting: Plaiting up is optional for non-championship classes (classes 5-12) but is expected for age champion classes (classes 1-4).

Draw: There will be a timed draw for this event. Those riders who do not present themselves at their allotted time will be eliminated.

Callers: Riders competing in classes 1-4 will incur a 2-point deduction using a caller in the allowed tests( non state tests). Riders competing in classes 5-12 will incur no penalty.
Ribbons: Ribbons will be awarded to 4th place for all classes. In classes 5-12, ribbons will be awarded for two age groups: Under 13 years and 13 years and over.

Champion and reserve champion ribbons will be awarded for each age group from classes 1-4.

Riders competing in classes 5-12 will not be eligible for Champion or Reserve Champion.

Parking: All vehicles entering the grounds must park as directed. No horses are to enter the "horse free" area.

Canteen: A canteen will operate at the Clubhouse from 8.30am to approximately 2pm, with a variety of food and drink available to purchase throughout the day.

Dogs: Berry Pony Club requests that no dogs be brought to the grounds.
