This month we are introducing yet another new activity to the BRC calendar…Derby Days!
Dressage Derby is a hoot…certainly not the usual serious stuff.

The Jumping Derby is slightly more serious (in that you have to be able to jump to enter)…but a great change.
Both are great variations on the norm and designed to utilise different riding styles within the one competition. 
There will be 3 very casual competitions on the day – 
(1) Dressage Derby, (2) Jumping Derby and (3) Best Combined Result (both entered)
We hope to see you there to have some fun!


DRESSAGE DERBY

Dressage divas, stress-age queens, speedy sporting stylists, trailing yahoos…and normal every day riders, are all invited to take on this fun format challenge. Don’t do dressage tests?...Bet you will now! Dressage test is on page 2…remember to read the “unstructions”. The ability to laugh out loud while riding the test is probably a prerequisite to entering! This test will be judged and scored like a usual dressage test, but please don’t be insulted if the judge is laughing too! Organisers of the day reserve the right to eliminate any riders in hunting attire or with plaited horses (obviously taking it all too seriously). Multiple rides are permitted.
Please note: The test has been changed very slightly from the one published with the newsletter.

JUMPING DERBY
Jumping Derby classes are a competition test of horse and rider over both obedience (show jump style) fences and cross country obstacles within the same round. Each round takes approximately three minutes - so it’s not overly taxing on horse or rider…but is challenging and fun! An optimum time will be set and published on the course maps – the course will consist of 10-15 obedience and cross country obstacles and is best ridden at a controlled canter. Course maps will be provided on the day and the course open for walking from 8am. It is permitted to walk the course after competition has begun, but walkers MUST give way to horses on course at all times. The horse/rider finishing the course with the least amount of penalties and closest to the optimum time wins. No jumping equitation is involved. Classes are as per the entry form and numbers will be limited. Horse/rider combinations are permitted to ride more than one round in a class (though only the first counts towards the final results) and/or are permitted to ride in a maximum of two consecutive height classes. Multiple ride are permitted.
