Lowden Forest Park is a lovely spot with good float access, BBQs, picnic tables and the historic “water wheel”. The trails are great – rainforest and pine forest trails which are good underfoot. The park is 1200m above sea level so may be chilly in July!

GETTING THERE:
The ride base for this trail ride is about an hour’s drive from Bungendore. 
( From Bungendore
Take Ellenden Street out of Bungendore and stay on this road until Hoskinstown. Go through Hoskinstown and take the right fork to Rossi. The road from Hoskinstown is a good dirt road. Travel on to and through Rossi (at one point after crossing a causeway you turn left to Rossi) and continue for approximately 12 kms. Turn right into Lowden Forest Park (signposted).
( From Queanbeyan
If you are travelling from Queanbeyan, turn left into Captains Flat Rd from the Kings Hwy, after about 10 kms turn left into Briar Sharrow Road and then after about 500m turn right into Plains Rd which takes you to Hoskinstown. Go through Hoskinstown and take the right fork to Rossi. The road from Hoskinstown is a good dirt road. Travel on to and through Rossi (at one point after crossing a causeway you turn left to Rossi) and continue for approximately 12 kms. Turn right into Lowden Forest Park (signposted).
Lost? For those who are unsure of where to go Helen Locke will be leaving Hoskinstown at 9.30am and people can convoy with her. 

Please arrive at Lowden Forest Park by 10.30am.
