HEIGHT MEASUREMENT:

Note there will NO HORSE HEIGHT MEASURING CONDUCTED AT THE VENUE.  Each competitor is required to have a measuring certificate, certified by their CLUB SENIOR INSTRUCTOR.  Riders need to have heights measured at the highest point of the wither.  Each competitor must bring their Height Certificate with them.

RIDER ABILITY:

Riders must be able to independently control their mount in a walk, trot & canter. As this is a Zone Championship there will not be any classes that cater for led or beginner riders.

Gear Check:  8 am Sharp.  Clubs are responsible for their own gear checking.  All competitors must present their helmets to the office for Checking.  All Pony Club Association rules will apply. Please notify the secretary’s office if no gear checker is available.
Uniform:
