Rules

Zone 28 pony club rules apply at all times.

Full pony club uniform must be worn at all times, except for sporting, when polo shirts may be worn.

Gear used on horses must be approved regulation gear.

Plaiting of horses is optional.

Ribbons to 4th place in all events.

All protests must be submitted in writing within 30 minutes of the event with a $25 refundable fee if the protest is upheld.

Gear check is to be done by the rider’s own club.

Horses must walk at all times unless competing.

Dogs must be kept on a lead and supervised at all times.

No alcohol permitted on the grounds.

Led riders must walk and trot only in all events and must be led at all times.
Beginner riders must walk and trot only in all events.

The program may be altered if necessary.

Riders ride at their own risk and agree to indemnify the club and its committee against liability for damage occasioned to person or property arising from their attendance or involvement.
