Eligibility: Open to club members of adult riding clubs – that is, generalist horse riding clubs whose members are 18 years of age and over.  A club may be represented by only one riding member.

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Competition Rules:

1. Only current full financial members of participating clubs over 18 years of age may enter.
2. There will be no “temporary membership” available for this event.  
3. A signed waiver must accompany entry with fee.
4. If a competitor is a member of more than one eligible club, they must nominate on their entry form which club they are representing in the competition.

5. The entry fee of $30 includes entry in all events at their nominated level.  Competitors may choose not to compete in any class on the day.
6. All competitors must nominate the level at which they want to compete on the day.  They must stay within that level throughout the competition. 

7. Competitors planning to enter level 1 may not have previously won more than two Preparatory dressage tests on that horse.

8. Competitors may not compete in dressage with a horse graded above the level of competition on the day.  
9. Horse and rider combination must pre enter and transfers will not be permitted on the day.

10. One horse, one rider.

11. All levels: Riders need to attend their classes as timetabled.  No classes will be held up for any reason.

12. Equestrian Australia approved helmets are to be worn and properly secured at all times whilst mounted.

13. Competitors compete at their own risk.  No participating club nor any officials will be held responsible for any injury or damage to riders, animals or property.

14. Judges’ decisions will be final. 
15. All spectators enter the grounds at their own risk. Unruly spectators or competitors will be asked to leave the grounds.

16. No dogs permitted.
17. Stallions are not eligible to compete.
18. There will be no refunds on entry fees in the case of scratchings.
19. All yards must be left clean.

DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES

Led – best presented horse and rider, with handling skills and presentation only will be considered.  
Working Hunter – paces, manners and presentation will be judged both on the flat and over a small course of jumps.  Three refusals will mean the horse and rider may not continue on over the course of jumps.
ARC Mount – obedience and calmness to be judged. Riders may be asked to dismount and mount from a mounting block, walk over a tarpaulin, back through poles, side pass over a pole etc.
Bridle Path Hack - no individual workouts.  Placegetters are selected from the circle, working on both reins.  After working on the circle, horses will be asked to line up and the judge will request a rein back from each horse. Manners, paces and presentation to be judged only.
Derby – a jumping course to be run under AM7 rules which will include a mix of show jumps, cross country jumps, and a gate to be opened and shut while mounted.
Time permitting and at the discretion of the judge, riders may jump a second round.  Only the initial round will count towards placings.
