BRC’s Code of Conduct applies to the activity day, and is available to be read at the registration desk. Please ensure
you are familiar with it. NO DOGS are allowed on the main arena and must be on a leash within any other part of the
showground. Please ensure that your gear/equipment/horse/pony is in good safe working order. If you are riding, you
will be required to wear an approved riding helmet (ASNZS 3838) or other approved by the EA and appropriate
clothing and footwear as set out in the Club’s Code of Conduct. You are also asked to disclose any medical conditions
or allergies in order for BRC to provide the best assistance in the event of an incident. BRC is an EA affiliated club and,
as such, is covered by Public Liability Insurance. The insurance covers BRC for the events we run. Participants in
these events must be members of BRC or EA. If you are not, BRC must collect $20 per event (to be remitted to the EA
National Office) and get you to sign a non-member Release and Waiver of Liability Form, available at the registration
desk.
