VENUE: Equestrian Park, Yarralumla ACT 

START TIME: 9.00am for both rings - Ring 1 entries close 8.30am 

WALK COURSE: 8.15am to 8.50am 
ENTRY FEES: Enter on the day. Members: $5.00 for each horse/rider combination per class 
(including cross rails) – maximum fee payable $15.00; i.e. no fee is payable for any class entered 
after 3 classes. $40.00 per family or per rider with more than one horse; i.e. multiple classes 
entered by members of a family or multiple classes entered by a member with more than one 
horse competing. 
Non-members: $8.00 per horse/rider combination per class, plus one payment of a $10.00 
insurance levy.  Non-members will also be required to sign a release and waiver. 

Club membership will be available at the time of entry. 
Equestrian Park Levy: $3.00 per horse (This levy is paid to the ACT Equestrian Association and 
will be used for maintenance and improvement of Equestrian Park 
 
Important event information: Riders must wear an EFA approved helmet and appropriate 
footwear at all times when mounted. Competition attire is compulsory in both rings 1 & 2. All dogs 
are to be kept on a lead and are not to be in rings or around the canteen. Yards will be available at 
no cost and on the basis on first come, first served. 

Canteen will be open  
 

AWARDS: 
♦ Most successful horse and rider combination in each ring, based on results over three days of 

competition: 26 April 2009, 17 May 2009, 15 - 16 August 2009. 
♦ Horseland ‘Volunteer of the Show’ voucher, to be presented to a volunteer each month for 

outstanding service. 
♦ Ribbons will be awarded to 6th place.

 1. Juniors may not compete in the open sections of classes 6, 7, 8 or 9. 
 2. Some classes maybe run as an A2 (one round against the clock) if there are a large number of 
entrants. 
 3. Entries for Class 1 & 6 close at 8.30am. Late entries will be accepted in accordance with the Rules 
Governing Entries, but a late entry fee will be charged.
