Yards must be booked.  Competitors may build their own yards but no tape yards are allowed.  Please contact Mrs West to make your bookings.

Dressage entries are limited and will be accepted on a first come basis.

Rules :-

· Waivers MUST be signed and returned with entries for all riders.

· Ribbons to fifth place where appropriate.

· Each rider may ride a maximum of 2 horses on Sunday.

· No more than 2 riders may ride any one horse.

· A rider may only compete once in each event except in jumping events where only one score will count towards individual pointscore.

· A horse may not compete twice in the same age group of any event.

· Horses may not be shared in jumping events .

· All riders must wear approved safety helmets.

· The uniform for the day will be jodhpurs, helmet, riding boots, school shirt, jumper and tie.  NO RIDING COATS WILL BE ALLOWED.  School polo shirts or sports tops may be worn in place of the shirt and tie.

· The Team Shield will be awarded to the winning team of 4 riders in Event  59

· Nominations in pairs and teams events must be from the same school to be included in the overall school point score. Composite teams will be allowed to compete in classes  10, 19, 28, 36, 48, and 56,but such teams will not earn points .

· Individual point scores will be calculated from individual events  on Saturday and Sunday.  Team, and consolation events will  not count towards individual points totals.

· Riders competing in the Assisted Division must compete in this division all day. ( the group will be further split if required )

· A Fancy Dress event will be held at the conclusion of Sunday’s program. Helmets must be worn.  There is no limit to the number of riders per entry and there are no age groups for this event. There will be no points awarded for this event but a special sash will be awarded to the winning entry in each category.

· 5 Rings will be in operation for the whole morning on Sunday.  Riders are asked to move between rings, completing individual events, wherever possible.

· The  individual high pointscore will score 5 points for first, 4 points for second, 3 points for third, 2 points for fourth, and 1 points for fifth, in each event except the pairs and teams where individuals will not accrue points but teams will  score 10,8,6,4,2 and pairs will score similarly for their team.  Champions will score 3 points and Reserve will score 2 points. If a pair consists of two riders entered in different teams then no points will be awarded to that pair.  Dressage and Jumping events will score 12,10,8,6,4,2.

· Trophies will be awarded to the Champion School, the highest individual point scorer over the two days (any age), the winning team of four riders from the same school, and the best presented school on parade (to be held at the conclusion of the days events).

· Camping will be permitted on Friday and Saturday night.  Power is available.  Yards are available free of charge but bookings are essential.   Families are encouraged to build their own yards but no tape yards are permitted.  Please contact Mrs. West (64563615 or 0411121761) for bookings.
