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Competition Rules:

1. Only current full financial members of participating clubs over 18 years of age may enter.  There will be no “temporary membership” available for this day.  A signed waiver must accompany entry with fee.
2. Pony clubs not eligible to enter.
3. If competitors are members of more than one eligible club then they must choose which one club they are representing on the day.
4. The entry fee of $30 includes entry in dressage, hacking and games in section of your choice.  Competitors may choose not to compete in all classes on the day.
5. Competitors cannot compete on horses below their graded dressage level.  Competitors planning to enter Section 1 must not have previously won more than two prep tests on that horse.

6. Horse and rider combination must pre enter and may only compete in the section entered.  Transfers will not be permitted on the day.

7. One horse, one rider.

7. Riders need to attend their classes as timetabled.  No classes will be held up for any reason.

9. Approved helmets are to be worn and properly secured at all times whilst mounted.

10. Competitors compete at their own risk.  No participating club nor any officials will be held responsible for any injury or damage to riders, animals or property.

11. Judges decision will be final.

12. All spectators enter the grounds at their own risk. Unruly spectators or competitors will be asked to leave the grounds.

13. Preferably no dogs, but if present dogs must be on a leash at all times.

14. There will be no refunds on entry fees.
