Members: 
$12.00 for each horse/rider combination to a maximum of $ 36.00 per family or per rider with more than one horse.

Non-members:  
$22.00 per horse/rider combination to a maximum of $66.00 for multiple horses, plus one payment of a $10.00 insurance levy.  Non-members will also be required to sign a release and waiver.

Club membership will be available at the time of entry.

NOTE: Each horse will only be permitted to jump any three consecutive heights.  This may be varied to allow further jumping by a horse depending upon numbers.  Riders will be limited to a maximum of two rounds at each height.

     Equestrian Park Levy:
$3.00 per horse (This levy is paid to the ACT Equestrian Federation and will be used for maintenance and improvement of Equestrian Park) 

     COURSES:
Ring 1:  95cm, 1.05m, 1.15m, 1.25m, 1.35m

Ring 2:  Xrails, 65cm, 75cms, 85cms

Although it is a training day, all classes in Rings 1 and 2 will run as AM7 classes.  This means that each rider will complete one round and then, if clear, complete a jump off round immediately after the first round.

· Riders who intend to jump a particular height course should place their names on the whiteboard 15 minutes before the course is raised to that height.  Heights will be raised at the end of each hour or according to reasonable demand. The time when courses are to be raised will be announced during the day.

· Riders must wear and keep properly fastened an EFA approved helmet at all times when mounted.                                                       

· All dogs are to be kept on leads and are not to be in the rings, around the Canteen or near other competitors’ horses.

	Riders must wear an EFA approved helmet and appropriate riding footwear at all times when mounted

Neat and tidy dress is required in both rings

All dogs are to be kept on a lead and are not to be in the rings or around the canteen.

Yards will be available at no cost.  Allocation will be on the basis of first come, first in.
