Competition Rules:

1. Only current full financial members of EFA Affiliated clubs or the EFA may enter, or $20 day insurance must be paid.  A signed waiver must accompany entry with fee.

2. The entry fee of $45 or $35 (TARC Members) includes entry in all sections in the class of your choice.  Competitors may choose not to compete in all sections on the day.

3. Competitors cannot compete on horses below their graded level.  

4. Horse and rider combination must pre enter and may only compete in the class entered.  Transfers will not be permitted after entries close or on the day.
5. One horse, one rider. You may enter another horse but due to limited spaces your second horse will be put on a reserve list. Entry will be refunded if 2nd horse does not compete. The same handler rider must compete with the horse in all setions.
6. Riders need to attend their classes as timetabled.  No classes will be held up for any reason. (if you have read this put a X after your name on this form)
7. Approved helmets are to be worn and properly secured at all times whilst mounted.

8. Competitors compete at their own risk.  No participating club or any officials will be held responsible for any injury or damage to riders, animals or property.
9. Judges decision will be final.
10. All spectators enter the grounds at their own risk. Unruly spectators or competitors will be asked to leave the grounds.

11. Preferably no dogs, but if present dogs must be on a leash at all times.

12. There will be no refunds on entry fees.
13. No protests will be entered into.

14. Riders displaying unsafe riding or in charge of unsafe horses may be asked to leave the grounds.

15. Competitors using yards on the day must clean them of manure or face a $50 cleaning fee. (if you read this please underline your name)

General Competition Information

Prize Money: Champion in Elementary, Novice and Preliminary Group will receive $120 and a sash; Reserve will receive $70 and a sash. The remaining top 5 will receive sashes. 

There will be Prizes for the winner and Reserve in the Preparatory Group

Competitors are required to attend the presentation ceremony mounted on a neatly presented horse. Competitors who fail to do so will forfeit their award to the next present participant.

Horses perform once only in each section. 

Their best results in each section are tallied and the top 4 scores for each horse/rider are collated for the final winner of the class. Riders may choose to enter only 4 sections or to complete all 6.

Entries in each class will be limited to ensure time for all competitors to compete. Early entries will get priority. A reserve list will be maintained.

Dressage and Led sections are compulsory. 

Horses MUST complete 4 sections to be eligible to win a class. 

A rider may only enter on one horse on the day. (or see Rule 5)
Entries from competitors wanting to participate on a second horse will be considered if draw allows. If this is not possible full return of entry cost for the second horse will occur prior to the event.

Horses must be shown by the same rider/handler in each section.

Scoring will be based on winners of sections. 

Horses will get 30 points for any win in any section on the day. Points will be awarded as such 1st =30, 2nd =29, 3rd =27, 3rd =27, 4th =26 etc.

In the case of a draw for the final champion and reserve in each section a count-back on the dressage results will decide the winner, if there is equal first in the dressage a count back will be done on led points. If a draw still remains the horse with the best result in a 5th section will be the winner.
Ribbons to 5th place will be awarded in each class. These will be Champion VHOTY, Reserve VHOTY and Top Five VHOTY.

Ribbons will be awarded in each class in each section to 5th place.

Dressage 

Will be run under EFA rules (associate). 

Horses may not enter if they are graded out of the level. 

Horses in the prep section must not have competed officially in Prelim dressage or above.

Riders/horses are required to wear their allotted number for the day.

Led Class
There will be a set led workout sent to all competitors. 

Horses will be scored against their breed standard of excellence or as a led performance horse if breeding is unknown. Judges will be informed of the breed of each entrant where possible.

The led class will be judged by two judges under the following guidelines

20% conformation 

20% movement

20% manners/behavior including correctness of led workout.

20% suitability as a performance horse

20% presentation (saddle /sweat marks will be ignored in this scoring, due to the time constraints of the day)

Scores in each section will be given out of 20 by each judge, combined and tallied for final %

Show jumping

This will be run under EFA guidelines

Horses graded out of a level must not compete at that level or lower.

This will be a power and speed competition.

Riders must walk the course only for the section they are entered in at the appropriate time.
Hack Workout
This will be judged as a working horse and rider class. 

Minor blemishes on a horse should not be detrimental in this class.

The workout will be available to competitors prior to the event and will not be explained by judges on the day of the competition.

Horses in each section will receive a different workout based on their dressage level.

In the Prep section canter will be optional.

This will be judged by two judges under the following guidelines

20% Conformation

20% movement and paces

20% manners, submission, rideablilty

20% accuracy of performance

20% rider

Scores in each section will be given out of 20 by each judge, combined and tallied for final %

Handy Horse

This will be a simple obstacle course for horse and rider. 

It will be a timed event with time penalties for incorrect work.

Riders may examine the course prior to riding it, but not walk it.

A map of the course will be available to view on the day.

Sporting

Two sporting events will be run at this competition and timed as one round. 

There will be bending and barreling which will be run with one start/finish line.

Each horse doing the sporting section needs to complete BOTH events, without elimination. 

Horse/rider combinations may only ride ONCE.

Elimination in one of these events causes elimination from the whole sporting section.

This is a new event so here are some FAQ’s

Why are there compulsory sections?

In order to maintain the Versatile ideal these two compulsory components have been chosen to ensure horses have solid basic training and display good conformation and soundness.

Can I only enter part of the competition?

Competitors may enter for only 4 sections or for all 6. Competitors wishing to only ride (for example) in the dressage for the day will be put on a reserve list and given a start if time permits. The entry fee will remain at $45/$35
What if I am eliminated in one section and I only entered 4?

You will be unable to complete the overall scoring for the comp, but you will be eligible for ribbons in the areas you were successful in. 

Can I enter on more than one horse?

Due to the complexity of the draw riders are requested to enter on only one horse. If you would like to enter a second horse please let us know and we can offer you a reserve position.

The draw will be very taxing for one rider on two mounts.

Can I get a friend to ride one of the sections for me?

No, you need to compete all the sections with ONE HORSE ONE RIDER/HANDLER

What if I can’t attend on the day?

There will be no refunds after the draw is complete. Riders presenting a Doctors certificate and Horses presenting a Vets certificate will be refunded half their entry fees and the $5 horse levy.

Can I get a late entry?

Late entries will not be accepted without a $30 late fee at the discretion of the organizing committee.

Can I enter online?
You may pay to enter by EFT, but you must post your correctly filled in entry form to the correct address by the closing date.
